For performance, the measure will be calculated as the number of patients for whom systemic antimicrobial therapy was not
prescribed over the number of patients in the denominator (patients aged 2 years and older with acute otitis externa). A higher score indicates appropriate
treatment of patients with AOE (eg, the proportion for whom systemic antimicrobials were not prescribed).
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
