American Medical Specialty Boards

Each year the American Medical Association (AMA) solicits recommendations from various sources for possible appointment to Residency Review Committees or nominations to American medical specialty boards.  The Board of Trustees is aware that there are many physicians who are AMA members and who are well qualified for appointment to these committees, but whose names and credentials have not been brought to its attention.  Your assistance is requested to identify the most qualified individuals for appointment.  It is expected that nominations will be needed to fill 11 positions on eight residency review committees that will become vacant at the end of 2005.  The positions are listed on the attached pages.

The AMA Council on Medical Education does an initial review of the credentials of nominees and submits its recommendations to the AMA Board of Trustees, which makes the final selection for appointment or nomination.
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Periodically, seventeen of the American medical specialty boards ask for recommendations for their respective Board of Directors.  Those specialty boards that have asked the AMA to submit nominations are also attached.

Any recommendations submitted in the past must be resubmitted in order for the recommendations to be considered by the AMA in 2005.

1) Propose revisions in the standards for the accreditation of residency programs.

Determine if individual residency programs are, or are not, in substantial


compliance with approved standards for accreditation.

Desired Qualifications

1) Specialization in the discipline.

2) National recognition in the specialty.

3) Current or recent experience as a residency program director and current involvement in teaching resident physicians.

4) Knowledge of the process of accreditation.

5) Knowledge of the AMA as an organization representing the medical profession.

(The policy of the AMA is that neither members of specialty boards nor AMA representatives to the Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education are to be appointed as AMA representatives on Residency Review Committees.)
