The Scientific Assembly, as a conference body, began as a recommendation by

                    Nathan Davis, M.D. in 1856 which stated that daily sessions of the House of

                    Delegates be divided so that time could be devoted to a scientific session.

                    These sessions became known as the Scientific Assembly in 1913. The

                    Assembly, since 1859, has been divided into sections based on various

                    medical specialties and interests, including (by various Titles over time)

                    Preventative Medicine, Physical Medicine, General Practice, Dermatology,

                    Anesthesiology, Pediatrics, and Obstetrics and Gynecology.

Includes clinical and scholarly research papers developed and presented by

                    members for the Scientific Assembly at the Annual Meeting of the House of

                    Delegates and official programs from Annual Meetings.   Research papers of

                    merit by section members have been presented at Annual Meetings from

                    approximately 1895 to 1981.  Papers presented to Scientific Assembly

                    sections were regulated for quality and size, judged for awards and printed

                    in the Journal of the American Medical Association (JAMA).    Records

                    include copies of research papers on microfilm, sequentially from 1965 to

                    1976. Annual meeting programs are stored in paper form, sequentially from

                    1895 to 1977. Interim meeting programs are stored in paper form,

                    sequentially from 1978, the year scientific programs and papers were

                    relegated to the interim meetings, to 1981.

History Note:    
The AHC record group is a diverse collection that includes the records of

                    temporary councils, committees, or commissions.  These groups were formed

                    to address specific socio-economic and professional issues of medicine.  At

                    times, they represented joint efforts between the American Medical

                    Association and other medical societies and professional organizations.  In

                    other cases, the committees were formed to address internal issues within

                    the AMA's governance structure and policies.

Scope Note:         This collection includes the records of the Commission on Emergency Medical

                    Services; the Committee of AMA Commissioners to the Joint Commission on the

                    Accreditation of Hospitals (JCAH); the Commission to Coordinate the
                    Relationships of Medicine and Allied Health Professions and Services (known

                    as the Stover Commission); the Committee on General Practice Prior to

                    Specialization; the Ad Hoc Committee on Atomic Medicine and Ionizing

                    Radiation; the Joint Commission on Atomic Energy; the Council on Medical

                    Physics; and the Committee to Review the Organization of the House of

                    Delegates (October 14-15, 1964).  Commissions such as the Stover Commission

                    were also referred to as task forces.   Many of these commissions carried

                    on important work in organized medicine.  For example, the Joint Commission

                    on the Accreditation of Hospitals (records span 1950-1987) worked with five

                    other national medical associations to accredit standards of residency

                    training in hospitals.  Since 1987, the Association has been known as the

                    Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations (JCAHO).  The

                    Committee on General Practice Prior to Specialization addressed the

                    relationship of education in the medical specialties.    Other committees

                    addressed specific public health issues such as the records of public

                    hearings on the Joint Commission on Atomic Energy on the biological and

                    environmental effects of a nuclear war.  The collection also holds

                    different editions of the Guidelines for the Categorization of Hospital

                    Emergency Capabilities dating from 1971which were produced by the

                    Commission on Emergency Medical Services.    Records of the collection

                    include mostly minutes and proceedings of the various ad-hoc commissions. 

                    Also included are publications and final reports produced by these groups.

History Note:    
The AMA Bulletin began publication in 1905 as The Councilor's Bulletin, and

                    served as the primary vehicle of communication between the numerous

                    councilmen and state officers affiliated with the American Medical

                    Association.  In 1907, the publication changed its name to the AMA

                    Bulletin, and the new version was aimed to reach a larger audience,

                    including members of state licensing boards as well as the AMA House of

                    Delegates.  The publication featured a variety of articles, such as special

                    conference proceedings and special reports issued by the councils.  In

                    1922, the House of Delegates approved a resolution that would direct the

                    editors of the Bulletin to restore the publication's original purpose and

                    make it a forum for the discussion of socioeconomic and organizational

                    issues.  The publication's readership suffered however, and in 1936 the

                    decision was made to terminate the AMA Bulletin and incorporate the subject

                    matter into the Organization section of the Journal of the American Medical

                    Association.

The American Medical Association - Education and Research Foundation

                    (AMA-ERF) continues to this day as the AMA Foundation. The new Title was

                    coined in 1998. Current programs of the Foundation include career readiness

                    programs for residents and support for retired physicians.  Foundation

                    funding has helped researchers gain a better understanding of medical

                    conditions like leukemia, cardiovascular disease, arthritis, and innovative

                    projects by young researchers.  The Foundation also invests in programs to

                    enable young physicians and students to continue their medical education.

History Note:    
The American Medical Association Education and Research Foundation was

                    founded in 1961 for the purpose of funding medical education and research

                    through private fundraising initiatives. The AMA at the time stressed the

                    need for private fundraising to offset the possibility of government

                    intervention in medicine.   The AMA-ERF was preceded by the American

                    Medical Education Foundation, which was established in 1950.  The

                    Foundation was formed to solicit funds from the medical profession for

                    supporting medical education. Another predecessor was the American Medical

                    Research Foundation, established in December of 1957 to provide an

                    AMA-based source for the planning and funding of scientific research

                    initiatives.    To better coordinate efforts, both foundations were merged

                    by action of the House of Delegates in November 1961 into the American

                    Medical Association-Education and Research Foundation.  The AMA-ERF

                    continued the activities of the previous foundations in privately

                    supporting initiatives advancing medical education and the latest

                    bio-medical advances.  Its activities included grant programs for

                    supporting medical students, schools, and scientific research.   The

                    AMA-ERF continues to this day under the designation - AMA Foundation.

Holdings within the collection include material that documents the various

                    activities of the Foundation.  Records cover activities of the American

                    Medical Research Foundation and the American Medical Education Foundation,

                    and include proceedings, minutes, and reports.    Series of records

                    constituting the merged AMA-ERF include articles published on behalf of the

                    Institute for Biomedical Research. This collection also includes the

                    administrative records of the Institute, tracing its creation in 1965

                    through its demise in 1970.  The Archives also holds records of the AMA

                    Project for Tobacco and Health, as well as information about loan guarantee

                    programs, minutes, reports, proceedings, programs, and pamphlets.

                    notable programs the group has engaged in is the SAVE program to "Stop

                    America's Violence Everywhere," launched in 1995.

Records in this collection consist of printed materials related to the

                    Alliance's work on current public health projects, such as school violence,

                    and newsletters.   The Alliance, while renamed in 1993, originally began

                    its work within the AMA as the Women's Auxiliary, founded in 1922. To view

                    records from this earlier period, refer to the Women's Auxiliary (WA) scope

                    note.

Included within these files

                    are biographies, obituaries, published articles, interviews, speeches,

                    vitas, etc. In some cases, photographs of these physicians are included as

                    well.

The Business Division worked to support both the staff and membership of

                    the American Medical Association. The Business Division maintained the

                    Association through the tracking of publication marketing and demographic

                    data, through the maintenance of the association's membership base and

                    supported staff through internal publications.

Records include information about AMA member marketing efforts, the Fond du

                    Lac Study: A Basic Marketing Study for the AMA (1957), the effectiveness of

                    Pharmaceutical Samples with Physicians, and Distribution of Physicians

                    reports (1960-1966) which breaks down the physician population by

                    specialty.  Business Division records are also a good source of information

                    about AMA journal marketing efforts - such records include 1953 JAMA

                    marketing data reports, and AMA News Free (Subscription) Lists, and the

                    AMA's membership base programs, which encompass membership insurance,

                    investment and retirement plans. Records in this group also cover programs

                    and publications that apply to AMA employees.   Publications include

                    examples of the Staff Telephone Directory (1958-2001), The Reporter,

                    (1946-1999) and Directory of Officials and AMA Staff (1956-1993).

The Board of Trustees was established in 1883 initially to plan for the

                    publication of the Journal of the American Medical Association and to

                    report regularly on the financial condition of the Journal.  Originally

                    composed of nine members, the current Board has 21 members, 15 of which are

                    elected by the House of Delegates. In addition to the President,

                    President-Elect, and Immediate Past President of the Association, the Board

                    includes a Resident Physicians Trustee, Young Physicians Trustee, Medical

                    Student Trustee, and a Public (non-physician) member, as well as the

                    Speaker of the House and Vice-Speaker of the House, who are non-voting

                    members. The Board has charge of the property and financial affairs of the

                    Association and other duties as outlined in the constitution and by-laws of

                    the Association.

Records that predate the founding of the Committee include reports on joint

                    AMA activity with the Red Cross on the topic of national blood banks and

                    blood typing programs. Records from the Committee include reports on blood

                    research; committee reports; agendas and minutes of meetings; information

                    on the Joint Blood Council; AMA policy on blood banks and transfusions; and

                    national blood policy in general.  Also included are items documenting the

                    activities of the Committee on Transfusion and Transplantation.

The Committee on Cosmetics was established in 1937 as the Advisory

                    Committee on the Advertising of Cosmetics and Soaps.  Until 1955, the

                    Committee evaluated cosmetics for the AMA "Seal of Acceptance" program. 

                    After the Association discontinued that program, the Committee disseminated

                    general information on the use of cosmetics.  The name was changed in 1963

                    to the Committee on Cutaneous Health and Cosmetics, and the Committee was

                    eliminated in 1974.

The Committee on Constitution and Bylaws was formed in June 1950 to address

                    revisions in the AMA's governing documents.  The Committee became a Council

                    in December 1951. Included in the collection are revisions of the AMA's

                    Constitution and Bylaws from 1891 to the present. The revisions include

                    structural changes and additions to the AMA's councils, committees and

                    sections.

The collection contains official copies of the Constitution and Bylaws and

                    revisions from 1847 to the present, as well as agendas and minutes from

                    1951-present (scattered dates).

History Note:    
The Committee on the Costs of Medical Care can trace its beginnings to 1926

                    when 14 leaders in medicine and public health met to propose a large scale

                    study on the status of medical care in the United States.  In May of 1927,

                    the Committee was officially established and set out to develop its

                    five-year study.  The multi-disciplinary Committee, funded by eight private

                    foundations, ultimately consisted of 48 medical practitioners, public

                    health physicians, hospital administrators, nurses, social scientists, and

                    lay persons.  One of these members was Olin West, MD, who served as the

                    AMA's Secretary and General Manager from 1924 to 1946.

This collection consists primarily of material generated by Olin West's

                    involvement in the Committee, and includes abstracts of reports,

                    correspondence, committee meeting agendas and minutes, and drafts of

                    majority and minority reports.  It also contains the complete run of the

                    Committee's 27 final reports.

The establishment of the Commission on the Cost of Medical Care was

                    authorized by the AMA Board of Trustees and approved by the House of

                    Delegates in June 1960.  The Commission's report is contained in four

                    volumes published in 1963 and 1964: Volume I: General Report, which

                    includes a comprehensive bibliography, Volume II: Professional Review

                    Mechanisms, Volume III: Significant Medical Advances, and Volume IV:

                    Changing Patterns of Hospital Care.

                    members, correspondence, prospectus, bibliographical material, survey

                    results, and drafts of the final reports.

History Note:    
The work of the Communications Division, as a source of vital information

                    between the AMA, the profession of medicine and the public, actually

                    predates the official formation of the Division, going back to the AMA's

                    Public Relations Department. By the late 1950s, as the AMA geared up to

                    wage its fight against national health care programs like Medicare, the

                    Department transformed into the Communications Division, embracing the

                    information needs of membership and the public in a wide format of mediums.

                    The work of the Division continues at the AMA today. The nature of the

                    Division's work, AMA information, makes this collection extremely valuable

                    to researchers across a wide spectrum of topics.

Records in this collection include information from several past areas of

                    the Division: The News Bureau, which disseminated health information to the

                    public in the form of news releases, articles, pamphlets and other

                    publications; the Dept. of Radio, TV and Motion Pictures, which supplied

                    the audio/visual needs of both AMA staff, members and the public, in the

                    form of radio programs, TV films on AMA activities and public health, TV

                    script advisory and medical motion picture reviews; the Special Projects

                    Dept, consisting of writers, artists, photographers and promotional

                    professionals who worked to market the AMA and promote health education;

                    and the Professional Communications Dept, which published American Medical

                    News as well as newsletters on AMA activities for membership. The Division

                    also published the public-targeted Today's Health periodical, as well as

                    the short-lived Prism, the socio-economic magazine of the AMA Researchers

                    will want to make note of the following topics and materials: promotional

                    materials used in the AMA's fight against the Forand Bill (socialized

                    medicine) and national health insurance; guides of the AMA Headquarters and

                    services; promotional materials on the history of the AMA and its work;

                    information and news releases from AMA Annual meetings from the 1950s to

                    1970s; publications such as PR Doctor, as well as "How-to" books aimed at

                    the general public; "Medical Milestones," tracing the history of medical

                    inventions and discoveries, and information on the history and work of the

                    Division and its departments.  The collection also contains recent material

                    generated by the Communications Department, including the member

                    communication vehicle, AMA Voice, which began publication in 2002, as well

                    as press releases and news articles, and eVoice (e-mail version of AMA

                    Voice).  Also included is material from the Science News department, such

                    as AMA Media briefing programs.      Note: Biographies of notable people in

                    AMA history are included in this collection under file #5301 and correspond

                    with the Photo Collection-Communications Division collection of the AMA

History Note:    
The Council on Foods and Nutrition began as a subcommittee of the Council

                    on Pharmacy and Chemistry.  In 1931, the Board of Trustees established the

                    Committee on Foods, and in 1936, the Committee attained Council status.  In

                    1943, the name was changed from the Council on Foods to the Council on

                    Foods and Nutrition.  Its goal was to encourage better nutrition in

                    processed foods through informative advertising and accuracy in labeling. 

                    Until 1955, products that complied with AMA standards were awarded the

                    Association's "Seal of Acceptance."  After the "Seal of Acceptance" program

                    was discontinued, the Council focused on educating the public about the

                    medical and nutritional benefits of "eating well" and supporting

                    conferences addressing the issue of world hunger.  The Council was

                    discontinued in 1974 due to fiscal reasons.

The Board of Trustees formed the Council on Health Manpower in June 1968 by

                    combining the Commission to Coordinate the Relationships of Medicine and

                    Allied Health Professions and Services with the Committee on Health

                    Manpower.  The Council was eliminated in 1974.

The majority of the collection consists of minutes, agendas, and reports

                    with some illustrations on different aspects of health manpower.  The

                    collection includes descriptive reports of various allied health fields

                    such as ultrasound technicians and physical therapists, as well as AMA

                    published materials on the topic in the years after the Council's closure,

                    1974-1978.

History Note:    
The Council on Legislative Activities can trace its beginnings to the

                    formation of a Committee on National Legislation in 1899.   While the

                    Association had concerned itself with numerous legislative issues during

                    its first fifty-two years, the impetus to form a permanent committee grew

                    as the Association realized the need for a National Department of Health to

                    enact uniform sanitation laws.  In addition, the Committee was charged with

                    the defeat of anti-vivisection legislation and to work for the unification

                    of medical practice laws.  During the next sixty years, the Committee

                    worked on many legislative issues, including the pure food and drug acts,

                    narcotics abuse, and government subsidized medical care.    In December of

                    1949 the Committee was revitalized and placed under the jurisdiction of the

                    Board of Trustees, and was staffed by the newly established (1944)

                    Washington Office.  The Committee gained Council status in 1958, and in

                    January of 1970 its name was changed to the Council on Legislation.  Since

                    1950, the functions of the Committee/Council have changed little and

                    currently include:  the review of proposed federal legislation and

                    regulations and recommendation of appropriate action in accordance with AMA

                    policy, anticipation of future legislative needs, and the development and

                    recommendation of model state legislation to the Board of Trustees.  The

                    Council currently consists of 11 active members, including a

                    resident/fellow physician and a medical student member.

History Note:    
The Council on Long Range Planning and Development studies and makes

                    recommendations concerning the long-range objectives of the American

                    Medical Association. The Council advises the House of Delegates and the

                    Board of Trustees.   The Council began as the Ad Hoc Committee on Planning

                    and Development. In December 1969, the House adopted the recommendation for

                    the establishment of a permanent Council on Long Range Planning and

                    Development.     The Council works on projects that propose change to the

                    infrastructure and policies of the American Medical Association. Since the

                    late 1970s, the Council has also studied social and medical trends

                    affecting the health care environment, and continually produce timely

                    Environmental Analysis reports.  In the late 1980s the Council assumed the

                    responsibility for administering the Sunset mechanism for AMA policy, a

                    process which works to eliminate outmoded and duplicative policies.  Any

                    policy set by the AMA will cease to be viable after ten years unless action

                    is taken by the House of Delegates to reestablish it.   To keep track of

                    relevant and current policy, the Council developed the Policy Compendium,

                    and began publishing an annual edition by the early 1990s.  In addition to

                    the compendium, the CLRPD developed a computer program, Policy Finder,

                    capable of keyword searches.  The hard copy Compendium was phased out in

                    the late 1990s.

History Note:    
The Committee on the Medical Aspects of Automotive Safety (CMAAS) was

                    established in 1955 to analyze issues and educate the public about the

                    medical standards of automotive safety. The CMAAS addressed different

                    concerns of automotive safety, including the standardization of road signs

                    and signals, the effects of drunk driving and other factors that inhibit

                    driving, and other medical issues affecting use of the automobile. The

                    committee played a role in influencing automobile safety legislation,

                    particularly involving the use of seat belts and the legal limits of

                    intoxication. The Committee was discontinued in 1972, on recommendation of

                    the Board of Trustees (Report A).

Records include agendas, proceedings, minutes, reports, pamphlets, book

                    publications, and other materials about automotive safety dating from 1955

                    to 1986. Annual conference agendas run consecutively from 1959 to 1972. 

                    The collection also includes records from the period following the

                    termination of the Committee, when activities pertaining to automotive

                    safety were sponsored by the AMA at large.

The Committee on the Medical Aspects of Sports was the AMA's agency for

                    providing information on different aspects of sports medicine. The

                    committee was established in 1960 and eliminated in 1975.

Records include materials about sports injuries, protective gear, and

                    physician specialists and also include the files of subgroups such as the

                    Subcommittee on Classification of Sports Injuries.

In 1910, Dr. N. P. Colwell of the

                    Council, along with a representative from the Association of American

                    Medical Colleges, assisted Abraham Flexner in the preparation of the

                    Flexner Report, an in-depth review of medical education in the United

                    States.     In 1914, the Council expanded its responsibilities to include

                    the accreditation of graduate medical programs and published the first list

                    of approved internships.  Renamed the Council on Medical Education and

                    Hospitals in 1920, the Council published the first list of approved

                    residencies in 1928.   Throughout the 1930s and 1940s, the Council also

                    developed standards for schools of allied medical professions, such as

                    x-ray technicians, medical records librarians, physical therapists, etc. 

                    In 1942, CMEH joined with the Association of American Medical Colleges to

                    establish the Liaison Committee on Medical Education to accredit medical

                    schools.  Another related organization, the Liaison Committee on Graduate

                    Medical Education (LCGME) was established to accredit residency programs in

                    1972.   In 1981, the LCGME was replaced by the Accreditation Council of

                    Graduate Medical Education (ACGME).   In 1965, the Council returned to its

                    original name, and has since been known as the Council on Medical

                    Education.

The main cause of concern was

                    the Wagner-Murray-Dingell Bill of 1943, which called for a compulsory

                    system of health insurance for those persons covered by the Social Security

                    Act.    The AMA feared that the legislation had the potential to overturn

                    the private system of healthcare in the United States.  While the first

                    version of this bill expired in committee without the support of President

                    Franklin Roosevelt, a second version resurfaced as President Harry Truman

                    took office in the spring of 1945.  By this time, the Council had been

                    instrumental in the opening of the AMA branch office in Washington, DC in

                    1944 and was clearly spearheading AMA's growing commitment to playing a

                    part in the political landscape of health care financing and delivery.   

                    In 1946, the name of the council was shortened to the Council on Medical

                    Service.   The Council, which reported directly to House of Delegates, and

                    not the Board of Trustees, took the lead in many debates that the AMA faced

                    over the next several decades.    In 1975, this reporting relationship

                    changed when the AMA reorganized its entire council and committee

                    structure.  After the reorganization, the eight remaining councils, of

                    which the Council on Medical Services was one,  were considered councils

                    "of the AMA," elected by the House of Delegates but reporting through the

                    Board of Trustees.     In 1973, the bylaws of the Council were revised to

                    include a resident physician member, and in 1976, the Council approved the

                    inclusion of a non-voting student member.

The

                    responsibilities of the Council remained the same despite the changes in

                    Title.  In 1955, two distinct committees were formed to carry out the

                    various duties of the group, the Committee on Military Medical Service and

                    the Committee on Civil Defense.  The Council was eliminated in 1972.

Until 1955, the primary

                    objectives of the Council were to evaluate drugs and other consumer

                    products through such projects as the "Seal of Acceptance," publications,

                    and responding to physicians' inquiries.    Following the elimination of

                    the "Seal of Acceptance" program in 1955, the Council was renamed the

                    Council on Drugs and shifted its focus to the evaluation of the efficacy of

                    drugs under specified conditions.  The Council on Drugs was discontinued in

                    1972, but the work of drug evaluation continued, with the help of

                    consultants, until 1988.

In June of 1913, the

                    constitution was revised to replace the words "scientific session" with

                    "scientific assembly."  In June 1915, the House of Delegates approved the

                    creation of the Council on Scientific Assembly.  Between 1963 and 1966, the

                    Council was known as the Council on Postgraduate Programs.  In 1976, the

                    Council's name was changed one last time to the Council on Continuing

                    Physician Education, reflecting its nominally revised charge to operate as

                    the programming arm of the AMA in continuing medical education.  The

                    Council was active until 1981, when it was discontinued due to the

                    increasing role of the specialty societies in this area.       During its

                    tenure, the Council on Scientific Assembly consisted of all of the section

                    councils representing different medical specialties such as the Section on

                    Surgery, the Section on Ophthalmology, and the Section on Obstetrics and

                    Gynecology. These section councils presented exhibits, research papers, and

                    educational programs on medical issues during Annual and Clinical (later

                    Interim) conventions.

The bill was eventually

                    defeated, but a compromise bill, the Kerr-Mills bill, was passed.  The

                    Forand bill, however, did give impetus to Medicare legislation passed a few

                    years later.

In 1993, the Council

                    on Long Range Planning and Development concluded that changes in the

                    physician population, the overall environment of health care, and the

                    proliferation of medical societies since the 1970s had resulted in a

                    Federation that did not function well in the current environment.  The

                    CLRPD report called for a broadly based ad hoc consortium that would study

                    and make recommendations about how to redefine and reposition the

                    federation for the future.  As a result, the Study of the Federation was

                    convened in 1994.  This led to the formation of the Federation Coordination

                    Team which began its work in 1996 and finished in 1998.  The Federation

                    Advisory Committee (a Board of Trustees committee) was then convened, and

                    was charged with carrying out the activities of the Federation Coordination

                    Team.  Meanwhile, The House of Delegates established the Commission on

                    Unity in December 1998 and charged it with developing a detailed plan for

                    transforming the "Federation of Medicine" into a stronger, more effective

                    system for the future.  The Commission on Unity met actively throughout

                    1999-2000 and determined that the Federation, as a system, had declined and

                    was not well positioned to function effectively in the future.  The

                    commission developed major recommendations calling for a system of

                    'participating organizations' comprised of medical associations that chose

                    to participate.    The report of the Commission on Unity was adopted by the

                    House of Delegates at the 2000 Interim Meeting, and referred to the Board

                    of Trustees for implementation.  As a result, the Special Advisory Group

                    Extraordinaire (SAGE) was established.  The SAGE group met through 2001 and

                    its final report was submitted to the HOD at its June 2002 meeting.  The

                    HOD, in response to the concepts included in the previous studies, mandated

                    that the AMA, via a Committee, was to develop a concrete "implementable

                    business plan" to transition to an organization of organizations for

                    presentation to the HOD.  The Committee on Organization of Organizations

                    (COO) met in early 2003, and after a detailed cost analysis and study,

                    ultimately rejected the idea of an umbrella organization.  The House of

                    Delegates firmly endorsed the COO recommendations.

The Field Service, known today as the Federation, is the AMA's link to

                    state, county and specialty medical societies as well as private practice

                    physicians.  Related to the activities of the Federation are the AMA's

                    liaisons with physicians through its professional sections.     Forerunners

                    of the Field Service include the efforts of Dr. J.N. McCormack to promote

                    reorganization of state medical societies.  His efforts of outreach took

                    him to almost every state in the Union.  By December 1911, Dr. McCormack

                    finished his outreach efforts.

The AMA used its

                    Federation to make the campaign a grassroots effort, calling for 'town hall

                    meetings,' challenging the presidential candidates of 1992 to offer health

                    care reform as a campaign platform issue, and educating both the public and

                    the government on the issue of health care system reform though such media

                    outlets as ads, videos, press conferences and published materials.

Before the development of the

                    House of Delegates, the AMA met once a year in a general assembly of

                    physician representatives from across the country.  This general assembly

                    founded the American Medical Association in 1847.  In 1901, the AMA's

                    assembly reorganized into the House of Delegates, and continued to meet

                    each year to discuss and determine Association policy.  By 1945, the House

                    of Delegates decided that only one meeting a year was no longer sufficient

                    for addressing medical issues in a timely manner and in 1949, the AMA held

                    its first Clinical (later called Interim, beginning in 1977) Meeting in

                    December.   Throughout its tenure, the House of Delegates held scientific

                    as well as business meetings that featured exhibits on the latest

                    scientific advances (See ACPP collection). The AMA held these scientific

                    exhibits until 1981.

Another member was

                    appointed by Resident Physicians Section (RPS).    The Advisory Committee

                    represented the interests of foreign medical graduates on behalf of the AMA

                    to state licensing boards, ethnic medical organizations etc. To better work

                    with the AMA, the advisory committee formed the International Medical

                    Graduate Caucus between 1996 and 1997. The International Medical Graduates

                    Section was officially formed in 1997 and is represented in the House of

                    Delegates.

The Council on Ethical and Judicial Affairs (CEJA) was long known as the

                    Judicial Council. One of the first actions of the American Medical

                    Association was to adopt a Code of Medical Ethics written for the founding

                    meeting in 1847.  In 1858, the Association established the Committee on

                    Ethics to investigate health fraud and quackery.  In 1868, the committee

                    was revitalized and tackled such issues as the acceptance of female

                    physicians and homeopaths.  The Judicial Council was created out of this

                    committee in 1873 and continued as the Judicial Council until June 1985,

                    when it was renamed the Council on Ethical and Judicial Affairs.   The

                    Council's main charge is to develop ethics policy for the AMA, by preparing

                    reports that analyze and address timely ethical issues that confront

                    physicians. These reports, upon approval by the House of Delegates, become

                    the basis of updated versions of the Principles of Medical Ethics.  The

                    Council also holds judicial responsibilities, which include appellate

                    jurisdiction over physician members' appeals of ethics-related decisions

                    made by state and specialty medical societies.    The mission of the Ethics

                    Resource Center (ERC) is to develop practical tools for physicians who are

                    confronted with ethical challenges throughout their careers.  The Center

                    develops and administers educational and outreach programs, including

                    continuing medical education (CME) courses.    The AMA established the

                    Institute for Ethics program in 1996 as an academic research and training

                    center on ethics in health care.  Institute staff conduct research and

                    publish peer-review articles on various issues, such as genetic medicine,

                    professionalism and accountability, managed care and health information

                    privacy.  Many of the research activities serve as the foundation for

                    policy work of CEJA and educational basis for the ERC.

The Council on Ethical and Judicial Affairs (CEJA) is an inclusive record

                    group that contains the records of the AMA Ethics Standards group.  Making

                    up the bulk of the collection are the records of the Council itself,

                    including meeting minutes and agenda material (1922 - present), editions of

                    the Code of Medical Ethics, and special reports or conference proceedings.

                     Its primary function was the investigation of health problems in America's

                    elementary and secondary schools, and the dissemination of information

                    addressing these problems to all involved.  These concerns were viewed as a

                    matter of public health policy.

A ten member steering committee was appointed shortly

                    thereafter to guide the section during its formative period.   Letters were

                    sent to the medical staff of hospitals throughout the country to select

                    representatives to attend the first meeting of the Section in June of 1983.

                      Each hospital medical staff was eligible to send one selected

                    representative. The initial goals of the Section were to provide a forum

                    for hospital medical staffs to meet nationally to discuss common issues and

                    concerns; to increase awareness of issues that are affecting physicians as

                    members of hospital medical staffs; to increase bidirectional

                    communications between the AMA and hospital medical staffs; and to provide

                    an avenue for direct access to the policy-making body of the AMA (HMSS

                    Brochure, FS 9035).  The Section Assembly soon appointed a governing

                    council, which initially consisted of a Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary,

                    delegate, alternate delegate and two at-large members.  The Section

                    Assembly would meet twice a year in conjunction with the AMA House of

                    Delegates meetings.  Some of the subjects discussed in early meetings

                    included credentialing, hospital contractual relations, and overall

                    relationships between physicians and hospitals.  In 1994, the House of

                    Delegates adopted a report submitted by the Council on Long Range Planning

                    and Development (Report 4, I-1994) which recommended that the AMA expand

                    the responsibilities of the Hospital Medical Staff Section to include the

                    representation of the medical staffs in emerging delivery systems.    The

                    report also recommended that the name of the section be changed to

                    Organized Medical Staff Section to reflect this new role.

                     This organization would have its own constitution, representatives from

                    medical schools, and elected officers.  The first annual meeting of SAMA

                    was held in 1951. In January 1952, the first issue "Journal of the Student

                    American Medical Association" was published.  The journal was later

                    re-named "The New Physician."  In 1954, the SAMA Foundation began to

                    provide low-interest loans to medical students and later merged with

                    AMA-ERF funding programs. Other programs initiated by SAMA included

                    insurance programs for medical students, interns, and residents and

                    scientific fairs and exhibits to display the new ideas of medical students.

                       Many SAMA officers have served on AMA councils and committees such as

                    the Council on Long Range Planning and Development and the Council on

                    Medical Service. In 1972, SAMA encouraged the formation of a medical

                    student section or Medical Student Business Session to represent AMA

                    students within the House (See MSS Finding Aid)  In 1975, SAMA changed its

                    name to the American Medical Student Association (AMSA).  In 1978, AMSA

                    broke away from the AMA to become an independent organization representing

                    medical students.  The organization still exists today.

The Woman's Auxiliary (WA) of the AMA was founded in June 1922 when Mrs.

                    Samuel Clark Red, past president of the Texas Woman's Auxiliary, proposed a

                    National Woman's Auxiliary to the House of Delegates.  After approval, Mrs.

                    Samuel Clark Red became the first president of the AMA's Woman's Auxiliary.

                    From the time of its founding, the Woman's Auxiliary worked to establish

                    women's auxiliaries across the country for state and county medical

                    societies.  The Woman's Auxiliary acted as a voice for women married to

                    physicians to express their views and influence public and professional

                    opinion. The AMA Auxiliary continues to this day as the AMA Alliance, an

                    organization of men and women spouses of physicians.  Through the

                    coordinated efforts of the AMA's Woman's Auxiliary, women's auxiliaries to

                    medical associations and societies have contributed widely to public health

                    education across the country.  Auxiliaries sponsor community meetings to

                    educate the public on public health issues such as alcoholism, drug abuse,

                    smoking, sex education, and physical fitness.  Auxiliaries have also been

                    active in supporting public health projects such as clinics in depressed

                    urban and rural areas; volunteer service in hospitals; nutritional

                    improvement, and lobbying efforts.

The Women Physicians Congress carries on the initial mission

                    of its predecessor groups, by striving to increase representation of women

                    physicians in leadership positions throughout organized medicine.  In

                    addition, the goals of the Congress include the enhancement of AMA advocacy

                    on women physician policy issues, providing leadership development and

                    educational opportunities, and monitoring trends and issues that affect

                    women in the medical profession.

The section's major goals are to (1) enhance the young

                    physicians' practice of medicine (2) facilitate the participation of young

                    physicians in policy development and (3) promote young physicians to be

                    leaders.     The AMA-YPS Assembly, consisting of representatives from each

                    state and approximately 40 specialty societies, meets twice a year in

                    conjunction with the AMA House of Delegates.   The Assembly elects a seven

                    member Governing Council, which serves to direct the section's business. 

                    Since 1994, the Board of Trustees has included a Young Physician Trustee.  

                    The Young Physicians Section can trace its beginnings to the establishment

                    of the Ad Hoc Committee on Services to Young Physicians in 1976.  This

                    committee's final report, issued in late 1977, included the recommendation

                    which led to the reduced dues categories for physicians in the first two

                    years of practice.   During the subsequent years, the Council on Long Range

                    Planning and Development continued to study the special issues concerning

                    young physician participation in the AMA, and in 1983, a staff task force

                    was convened to implement the Council's recommendations.  In 1984, the

                    Board of Trustees approved the establishment of the Ad Hoc Committee on

                    Young Physicians, and later in 1986, the establishment of the Young

                    Physicians Section.
