Your Royal Highness and Dr. Al Beloushi,
My name is Dr. (insert name) and I am a/an (physician specialty) from (location).  

I write today as a member of the world medical community to express my deep concern about the recent arrests and impending trials of physicians and other health professionals in Bahrain.  Providing care to those in need is never a crime – it is a fundamental obligation of medical professionals worldwide.

Arresting and trying medical professionals solely for providing medical care is a violation of the principle of medical neutrality.  Physicians and other health professionals must be allowed to tend to the injured and ill without regard to their patients’ politics, religion, nationality, race or other non-medical factors.  This fundamental tenet of medical ethics is enshrined in national and international codes of ethics, to which all doctors ascribe, as well as being part of international law.  I consider a threat against this core principle of medical ethics to be a threat to medical professionals everywhere.

The world’s doctors are watching events unfold in Bahrain with growing concern.  Bahrain must ensure that the arrested medical professionals are treated well while in detention and that they receive a fair and public trial.  It is critical that international observers be allowed to attend.  

I urge the government of Bahrain to provide due process and transparency during the legal proceedings and immediately release all innocent doctors and other health professionals, allowing them to resume the practice of medicine without outside interference, as is stipulated under international law and our professional codes of ethics.
