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The AMA Section on Medical Schools (AMA-SMS) Governing Council (GC) serves as the direct communication link between the AMA and the Section representatives and has responsibility for the programs and activities of the Section.  The Governing Council has 9 members: Chair, Chair-Elect, Immediate Past Chair, Delegate, Alternate Delegate, 3 At-Large Members, and Liaison to the AMA Council on Medical Education.  Governing Council members are selected by the SMS Nominating Subcommittee and elected by the Section representatives attending the June/Annual Meeting.  The members elected assume office at the conclusion of the Annual Meeting at which the election was held and serve until the conclusion of the next Annual Meeting.  The GC meets, face-to-face, three times per year (June/AMA Annual Meeting, November/AAMC Annual Meeting, and November/AMA Interim Meeting) and holds monthly conference calls.

Available Positions

Chair-elect

The chair-elect serves for one year, succeeds to the office of chair for one year, and then becomes immediate past chair for one year.

At-Large Members

Three at-large members of the Section serve on the Governing Council.  The members are elected annually and no member can serve for more than three 1-year terms.

Delegate and Alternate Delegate

The delegate and alternate delegate represent the members of the Section in the AMA House of Delegates (HOD) at Annual and Interim Meetings as well as special HOD task force meetings.  The delegate and alternate delegate are elected in even numbered years and no member shall serve more than three 2-year terms.

Section Liaison to the AMA Council on Medical Education

The liaison represents the Section at all Council meetings.  No liaison can serve more than one 3-year term.
