In addition, Board members are encouraged to attend the activities of the Foundation at the Annual Meeting in June and the Interim Meeting in November. The Board has several committees on which the student representative will be appointed to serve and participate via conference call throughout the year.  Term of service for this position is one year, commencing in June.   You must be a current AMA member to apply for this position.
