
American Medical Association Medical Student Section Application for American Medical Political Action Committee (AMPAC) Board
The American Medical Political Action Committee (AMPAC) supports the AMA’s advocacy agenda by making campaign contributions to medicine-friendly candidates for Congress.  Over the years, AMPAC has expanded its focus to include political education and expanding the political participation of physicians and medical students.  The AMPAC Board of Directors (BOD) evaluates, updates, and guides these efforts to maximize the AMA’s effectiveness in Washington. Each state medical society has its own PAC, which evaluates candidates for federal office and makes contribution requests to AMPAC for those candidates when appropriate.  The AMPAC BOD reviews and votes on all such requests, but the basis of such decisions is always the AMA’s legislative priority agenda.  The majority of BOD meetings are spent discussing strategies to increase PAC membership and developing general guidelines to permit rapid consideration and decision of contribution requests.  The 12-member AMPAC Board includes one student, one resident, and one Alliance member; the remainder are physicians appointed by the AMA Board of Trustees.  

AMPAC Board Member Requirements:

Student members of the AMPAC BOD serve a 2-year term, beginning after the AMA  Interim Meeting in November.  Students graduating in the spring of 2014 or later are eligible to apply. The student serving on the BOD must attend all AMPAC meetings.  He or she will also serve as the Chair of a self-selected Student Advisory Board and be responsible for coordinating that group’s activities.  You must be a current AMA member to apply for this position.
All application materials must be received by August 1.

4. Letters of recommendation are optional and may be submitted with your application or separately via any of the submission methods outlined below.

Applicants will be evaluated on their prior experience and their ideas for the future of AMPAC/MSS interaction.  A successful applicant will likely have prior political experience (e.g., working in a legislator’s office or on a political campaign) and experience with organized medicine (AMA-MSS leadership, state PAC boards, etc.) Service on the AMPAC Student Advisory Board is particularly valuable. The AMA-MSS Governing Council will select two nominees to forward to the AMA Board of Trustees (BOT).  The final selection will be made by the AMA BOT at its October meeting.
