The WPC also works to foster collaboration between the AMA, the American Medical Women’s Association (AMWA), women physician specialty organizations, national women's health groups, and other organizations with mutual concerns. The WPC is open to any interested AMA member free of charge, and to non-members on an introductory basis.  In addition to a medical student, the WPC GC includes one Resident Physician Section liaison, one Young Physician Section liaison, four practicing physicians, and an AMWA representative.

Women Physicians Congress Governing Council Member Requirements

WPC GC members must be prepared to attend up to four meetings per year and carry out responsibilities as agreed to by the Council, including, but not limited to, presenting periodic reports on WPC activities to and from their sponsoring organizations and implementing/participating in WPC projects such as Women in Medicine Month on the local level. GC members will be reimbursed by the AMA for related travel/other expenses. The one-year term will begin at the conclusion of the Annual Meeting in June; however, if elected to the WPC GC, the newly elected MSS representative should plan on attending the Council meeting in June at the Annual Meeting.  You must be a current AMA member to apply for this position.
