The
request should contain (1) the specific action requested for reconsideration; (2) the basis for the reconsideration request;
and (3) all information relevant to the matter, including any literature (whether favorable or adverse) related to the
requestor’s position.

Participation by Interested Parties: The receipt of a request for reconsideration, the identity of the party seeking such,
and a brief summary of the basis for the reconsideration request will be noted in the summary grid of Editorial Panel
actions for the agenda item. The applicant and interested parties are responsible for monitoring postings to the CPT
website with respect to requests for reconsideration. CPT staff will make reasonable efforts to identify potentially
interested parties and notify them of the receipt of the request for reconsideration and the opportunity to be heard. An
interested party seeking to comment on the request for reconsideration should submit its comments within fourteen (14)
days of the posting of the notice in the summary grid of Editorial Panel actions that a request for reconsideration has been
received. Comments should include (i) a statement of the nature of the commenter’s interest in the issue, (ii) the specific
comment and reason for the comment, and (iii) all relevant material including any literature (whether favorable or adverse)
related to the commenter’s position. Comments should be submitted to the Director of CPT Editorial Research &
Development at the address shown above. The applicant(s) who submitted the original code change proposal is
automatically considered an interested party and will receive notice of any request for reconsideration submitted by
another party.
