Q&A: Antepartum Transition Reporting

Q: For patients with antepartum care in both the 2026 and 2027 calendar
years, the global delivery codes will expire before their care is completed.
How should antepartum care be reported across years?

A: From a CPT® reporting perspective, for patients receiving antepartum care
services in both 2026 and 2027

Antepartum visit services provided in 2026 should be reported using codes 59425,

59426 or E/M codes, depending on the number of visits in 2026. Antepartum visits
provided in 2027 should be reported with E/M codes.

Antepartum Transition Reporting With Current CPT® Codes

 CPT codes 59425 and 59426 are active in the CPT 2026 code set, and
available for reporting under current CPT guidelines.

« Additionally: guidance to report E/M codes for fewer than 4 antepartum visits is
also included in the current CPT code set.

Q&A: Antepartum Transition Reporting — Timing

Q: When should | begin to report this transition timing?

A: The ability to select between 59425 and 59426 will depend on the exact
number of antepartum encounters completed in 2026.

While this will not be known with certainty until closer to the end of the
calendar year, you may consider planning ahead and identifying patients
whose reporting may be impacted by the crossover, based on their
anticipated delivery date.
